Elizabeth Day was educated in Scotland and attended Dundee 
University where she read mathematics as well holding the post of 
Assistant Organist of Dundee Cathedral.  During her time there she 
recorded a CD and toured the USA with the Cathedral Choir.  After 
graduating Elizabeth trained as a primary school teacher. 
   
In 1992 she joined the staff of The Mary Erskine and Stewart’s Melville Junior 
School in Edinburgh.  She was active in the musical life of the school and 
accompanied the school’s choirs for services in St Mary’s Cathedral.  She also 
held the post of organist and choir director at the Church of St Martin of Tours. 
 
 She left Scotland in 2003 to live and work in Switzerland where she often played 
at St Andrew’s Anglican Church in Zürich including accompanying the Swiss 
Archdeaconry Choir Festival. 
 
 Elizabeth is a Fellow of the Royal College of Organists and was awarded prizes 
for her playing.    She has a great interest in contemporary music for the organ 
but is equally at home with Sweelinck or Bach. 
 
 She has recently given recitals in St Giles’ Cathedral, Edinburgh, Lichfield 
Cathedral and various London churches.  However, her particular interest is in 
accompanying choirs; her current goal is to find an opportunity to fulfil this. 
 
 Elizabeth lives in South London with her husband and four-year-old daughter.
