But is it possible to face it with expectation and even 
joy? Sounds unlikely! But it is a month of great 
remembering, and remembering can feed our joy 
and deepen our lives. We start with All Souls – the 
remembering of all those who have gone before us 
in faith – the recognition that we are part of a great 
community of the people of God. Then there is Nov 
5th – a remembering of moments of delivery, and 
gladness that comes with light, fireworks and an 
excuse for a party. Nov 11th, Remembrance Day, is a 
solemn remembering, but one that allows us to give 
thanks for those who have allowed us to live in 
freedom. The end of the month is kept in the US as 
Thanksgiving – a conscious reminding of the good 
things of life, and of those with whom we enjoy it. 

In church, remembering is an important part of our 
life together – remembering the story of God with 
people, and telling it over and over, so that it shapes 
us. But also remembering each other, caring for each 
other and sharing our lives. There are various 
opportunities to do this over this month; we have 
chances to learn together to speak with confidence, 
to listen to reflections on the relationship between 
science and Christian faith, to meet regularly for 
worship and prayer, to eat and enjoy company.
